Items of Interest of the upcoming 2010 Season 
 

 The reformatting of our Blastball and T-Ball Divisions and the addition of the Junior Men’s Division. For the 
2010 season we will be changing the way that the Blastball and T-Ball divisions have been run in the past. We 
will be starting two new divisions one being Rally Cap and the other being Super-T.  

 

 Rally Cap: Developed by Baseball Canada, this is an entry level program designed to introduce 4 and 5 year 
old children to the game of baseball, keeping them active and engaged while learning the skills of the game 
in a fun, safe and informative atmosphere.  

 
The Canadian Government has proposed a long term athlete development model for each sport. This 
program was developed with the purpose of making the sport of baseball more attractive to young British 
Columbians. Baseball Canada is confident that this program will satisfy young baseball players and their 
parents and that it will be a useful tool for those involved in teaching baseball at the community level. The 
Rally Cap program creates an environment in which children and adults can have fun and enjoy baseball as 
well as teach the rules and skills needed for our players. The coaches and parents are there to model and 
teach competitiveness with an emphasis on good sportsmanship. By promoting increased self-esteem among 
the players and adults it also increases a positive attitude toward baseball in the future!  

 

 Super-T: Super –T was developed to allow the second year T-Ball players a chance to grow their game and 
start to learn the fundamentals and rules of baseball. At the Super-T level, base paths are set at 50 feet and a 
soft version of a hardball is used. The length of a Super-T game shall be 4 innings, 2 innings of regular T-Ball 
and 2 innings with the pitching machine. Starting May 1st, all 4 innings may be played with the pitching 
machine.  

 

 Junior Men’s Division: The Junior Men’s division was formed in 2009. It was brought in by BC Minor Baseball 
to allow graduating Midget players an opportunity to continue playing. The league allows players 18-24 to 
play. There are no boundaries for this division so teams are able to have a combination of players from 
different areas on the team if they wish to do so.

Dear Ladner Minor Baseball Parent,  
Parents are vital to the success of our Association. Our Association is run entirely by volunteers with the only 
exceptions being our umpires and concession managers. In order to assist the membership to continue to 
develop a sense of community in our Association, Ladner Minor Baseball runs a Parent Participation Program. 
Each LMBA family is asked to volunteer a minimum of 4 hours of parent participation service for the 2010 
season. At the time of registration, all registering families submit a cheque payable to LMBA for $100, post-
dated to August 1st. This will only be cashed if you do not complete your Parent Participation Program* time.  
Information to assist you:  
 

 It is the responsibility of each family to find parent participation opportunities.

 Parents will not be contacted regarding parent participation opportunities;  
 

 Parents must include a post-dated cheque dated August 1
st

at the time of registration;  
 

 Families with 2 or more children in LMBA will only be required to include one Parent Participation 
cheque and fulfill just four hours of Parent Participation time;  

 

 The Parent Participation shift book which is kept at each concession must be signed in order to verify 
that you have fulfilled your duties;  

 

 Parents, it is your responsibility to make sure that your parent participation hours are recorded and that 
they are clearly recorded. i.e., we need to be able to easily link your recorded hours to the deposit held 
under your child’s name.  

 
Normal game activities such as coaching, team manager, running the pitching machine, score keeping, field 
preparation, etc. do NOT count towards parent participation hours. These are the normal expectations for

With the amount of work to be done during the season, we could not do without each family’s efforts and their 
parent participation time.

Mosquito  

Two all-star teams were formed, Mosquito A and Mosquito AAA.   
 
The Mosquito A had five wins and three losses in their season and qualified for the provincials in Rutland.  In the 
Provincials, the team had two wins and two losses in the round robin.  They made it to the semi-finals.  The 
team lost in the semifinals, played in the consolation final and lost.  
The Mosquito AAA had three wins and two losses in their season and qualified for the Provincials in Ridge 
Meadows.  In the Provincials they had one win, two losses and one tie in the round robin.  They did not advance 
to semifinals.
